8. DISCUSS Pinal County land; Update: Carol reviewed the meeting with Pinal Co. Board of Supervisor, 
Rich Vitiello to discuss donation of the county properties to the FD. He was informed the property was donated to the county and the building was built by the community members. The county has not incurred expense and has been paid $1 lease by the FD each year. The item will be brought before the PC BOS for discussion and decision in the near future.
