He noted a few fires and hasn’t heard from the angry 
resident from a few months ago. There was discussion on interest from AZ City FD wanting to take-over Stanfield FD. Chf. would like to set-up a meeting with Stanfield FD to discuss a Joint Power Agreement. 
Chf. suggested Sara’s services for their district bookkeeping. There was discussion on copper mining company between Maricopa/CG Hwy south to Hwy 84. Carol noted the Arizona Special Districts Alliance will be meeting with Eli Crane & Ruben Galego’s offices and will be discussing fire district issues. The Chf. met with the district staff officers to create a spreadsheet for time spent by staff at events and fires. Bryce responded to a call where he was alone and is unsafe. Compensating the staff would help retain qualified staff.
